This readme describes how to adapt HikaShop to facilitate a CSV export where each product in an order is on a separate line, instead of on one line.

Updating the massaction.php file

Add the code from massactionpatch.txt file at the end of the hikashopMassactionClass class, but before the HikaShopQuery class in the massaction.php file. It is around code line 2590 depending on your version:

It adds two functions:

· _exportCSVOrderCustom; Customized export function based on the _exportCSV

· startsWithCheck; check if a string starts with a prefix
The inserted bit of code does the actual magic, but it is not yet being called by the order export. 

Updating the massaction_order.php

In the function onProcessOrderMassActionexportCsv a call is made to the function _exportCSV in the massaction class. This needs to be changed to the function _ exportCSVOrderCustom. Look up the following line of code:



$this->massaction->_exportCSV ( $params );

Change it as follows (comment is optional but recommended):
